Priority application consideration for

Priority consideration will be given to individuals whose applications
are complete by February 1, 2012, who rank in the upper third of their

high school class and have an ACT composite score of at least 21 or
SAT score (CR+M) of at least 950 or an equivalent ACT/SAT rank
combination. These individuals will be admitted and notified of their
admission decision on a rolling admission basis.

Personal Statement
A personal statement is strongly recommended only for students who
do not satisfy the priority consideration parameters. The statement
should focus on areas such as leadership experiences, expected
contributions to the NIU community, and any personal experiences in
overcoming adversity.

Weighted and un-weighted class rank and weighted and un-
weighted grade point average on a traditional 4.0 scale will
be considered.

The University of Illinois Springfield is one of three campuses of the
University of Illinois.

Alternative admission:
To be considered, students must have at least an ACT composite of 16
or higher (SAT 750) and a high school cumulative GPA of at least 2.2
(4.0=A). Applicants should submit a letter of appeal and two letters of
recommendation.
